
•   Suggestive remarks or sexually offensive jokes, in

     person or over e-mail 

•   Remarks about someone's body, clothing or

     sexual activity that are sexually demeaning

•   Insulting or suggestive looks, sounds or

     gestures (e.g., leering, catcalls)

Talk to your supervisor.

Speak up.

Contact one of the sponsoring organizations.
